Rules and Regulations

1.   CONTRACT

The following rules become part of the contract provisions as stated on the application/contract.

2. QUALIFICATIONS

Exhibitors must be manufacturers or representatives of manufacturers that produce products and services, which are relevant to the subject matter covered by the technical program, or are used in some ancillary business (such as publishers or software houses).  The conference reserves the right to determine the eligibility of any product or service for display.

3. SHIPPING INSTRUCTIONS

Materials should be forwarded in accordance with the specific instructions given by the conference. The hotel is not prepared or authorized to receive your shipment prior to March 28 2003.

4. INSTALLATION OF EXHIBITS

Exhibitors may set up exhibits beginning on Monday evening, March 31 2003

5. DISMANTLING AND REMOVAL OF EXHIBITS

The packing of merchandise and dismantling of displays/exhibits shall not start until after 5:00pm.

6. SAFETY

The exhibitor agrees that the first priority of all personnel in the booth shall be the safety of those attending the booth during, before or after the Conference hours.

Fire regulations require all display material used for decoration to be flameproof.  All electrical equipment used in conjunction with the installation, operation and dismantling of the displays shall be in good operable condition and be able to pass the inspection of the local Fire Underwriters Inspection Bureau.  Storage of materials in excess, around or behind the exhibit display is prohibited.  Materials, which are stored in the exhibit areas, shall not block access to other exhibits or to maintenance areas. Nor shall they cover electrical wires or outlets.

7. INDEMNIFICATION AND LIABILITY

The exhibiting firm, its agents, employees, contractors, representatives or guests assume and agree to indemnify, protect, save and hold harmless the IEEE, the hotel, and their agents, employees, contractors or representatives from and against all losses, damages, injuries, claims, demands and expenses of any kind and nature arising due to the exhibiting firm’s negligence or the negligence of its agents, employees, contractors, representatives or guests during participation in the conference or during the installation or dismantling period.  The exhibitor agrees to pay promptly for any and all damage to the hotel incurred through negligence, intentional acts or otherwise, of the exhibitor, its employees or agents.
